The abstract should be typed in 1.5 spacing in 10-points Times New Roman and not be more than 200 words. The abstract should not only indicate the subject and scope of the paper but also summarize the author’s conclusion. It should mention the purpose of the paper, the methods used, the major results, and conclusions.

2. Heading 1
Author should address the information which is background, problems and objectives of the research.

Author should follow the following guidelines:

· The extended abstract should be between 2000-2500 words written in MS Word format in 1.5 spacing in 11-point Times New Roman except for abstract. 
· The in-text citation of the manuscript should be in APA style. This is a citation example (Albino et al., 2015; Dobbs et al., 2011).
· Authors are requested to submit the extended abstracts in electronic form (MS-Word). 
· Please ensure the extended abstract has a minimum of 2 pages and maximum of 5 pages in the length excluding the references. 
· The pages should not be numbered. 
  
Recommended format for bulleted lists:
· Lead-in sentence ends with a colon only if it is a complete sentence or ends with the words “as follows” or “the following.”
· No blank lines should be used between the lead-in sentence and the list items.
· List items (BulletList Style) should use rounded bullets (no dashes, hyphens, or other symbols should be used).

For numbered lists:
1. Use where the order of the list is critical.
